

Jacques Benedict (1879-1948)
Architect/builder of St. Andrew’s Parish House (1928)

Benedict worked with Ralph Adams Cram on the 1909 building of St. Andrew’s Episcopal Church in Denver.   Several decades later (1928),  Rector Neil Stanley commissioned Benedict to design & build the clergy house.  Its design matches the Gothic Revival style of the 1909 church building and was used as a rectory for almost 60 years.
